This year’s juror is Ann Aptaker, Curator of Exhibitions at
the Morris Museum. Previously she was an independ-
ent curator and exhibition designer in San Francisco,
Director of Exhibitions at the Museum of Science &

architectural designer in Florida and Israel. Her first
museum work, immediately after graduate school,
was with the Philadelphia Museum of Art. She is a
graduate of Hollins College (now University) and holds
an MFA from Tyler School of Art, Temple University,
Philadelphia.

Eligibility

pounds, or measure more than 84 inches in height or
38 inches in width or depth.

EXHIBITION

Requirements

To enter, complete the downloaded entry form and
mail it, along with the enfry fee and images of your
artwork(s) on a CD. Images should be in JPEG format,
no larger than 300 dpi at approximately 4 x 6 inches.
All CDs must be PC compatible. Each image
should be titled using the following formula:
last name.title.jpg (e.g.: Picasso.Desmoiselles.jpg).
Please label your CD with your name, email address
and telephone number. Entries must be received by
August 1, 2009. CDs will not be returned. Please do
not include additional information such as bios,
resumes, artist statements, etc. with your submission.

Selection and Prizes

The Museum will notify artists of the juror’s selections on
September 1, 2009 by email. A list of accepted artists
will also be posted on the HAM website. There will be
one juror’s prize awarded. Additionally, the Museum
will select one artist as the recipient of a solo show to
be held in the Museum's River Gallery during next
year's Members Exhibition.

Sales and Reproduction
The Hunterdon Art Museum reserves the right to repro-
duce any work accepted for the exhibition for use in
publicity materials. A commission of 50% will be
charged on all sales.

Delivery and Return
All work must be hand-delivered, in ready-to-exhibit
condition to the Museum, by dates outlined in the
calendar. All work will be fully insured while at the
Museum. Artists are responsible for insurance during
fransport to and from the Museum.

The Museum will produce an electronic announce-
ment card for the exhibition. Arfists who wish fo
produce individual announcement cards may do so
at their own expense; however, any such cards must
be clearly identified as a product of the artist, not the
Museum.
